•	�Up to $6,269 from the federal Earned Income Tax Credit.
•�	Up to $1,000 per child from the federal Child Tax Credit and up to $125 per eligible 
child from the North Carolina Child Tax Credit. 
•�	A Premium Tax Credit to help you purchase health insurance through the Health  
	Insurance Marketplace.

	 •�	�If you need help paying for health insurance in 2017, you can get the  
Premium Tax Credit as soon as you sign up through the Marketplace. Most people 
need to sign up by February 2017—so go to healthcare.gov or call (800) 318-2596 
today for more information.

	 •�	�If you purchased insurance through the Marketplace in 2016 and received an  
advance payment of the Premium Tax Credit, you must file a tax return for 2016.
